Q) Do I need to download or install any information to be
able to attend this event?

No. You do not need to download or install any software to
participate. It is possible to access the sessions through a
web browser and you only need to have access to the
internet. However, we do recommend that you download
the Zoom application to your device for optimized viewing
of the presentations online.

Q) Is there a browser you recommend for viewing the
event?

Q) Do | need to register for each session individually?

Q) How do | login the day of the event?

Click into the Auditorium on the navigation bar at the top of
the screen. Once you're in the Auditorium you can click on
the main screen to view the agenda or the content.

At the time that the presentation is being broadcast click
on the “Join” button and the presentation will appear.

Can | still participate in the event?

Sessions will be archived and available starting the next
day to watch via the online platform until 30 days after the
event.

page.

For most sessions, you'll have the opportunity to submit
guestions by clicking on “Q&A” on the bottom of your Zoom
window, or participate in a more general conversation by
clicking on “chat.”

Visit the Info Desk inside the Lobby and open a chat — we
will be online to help you. If your query is of a technical
nature you can click on the email address on the top right
and get help from our tech support team.
